TUITION

1. Cancellations before the course has
started

If you cancel your course more than 4
weeks before it starts, you will be re-
funded your fees less the deposit of £200.

2. Cancellations after the course has
started

If you cancel your course after it has
started you must give at least 4 weeks’
notice. Fees will not be refunded but you
will be given a credit note for any remain-
ing tuition fees. This credit note is valid for
12 months. The credit note is not transfer-
able.

3. Visa refusal

If you are refused your visa and do not
wish to reapply we will refund your full
fees, minus £100 of the deposit and any
fees incurred (i.e. bank charges, DHL,
etc.). You must send your original visa
refusal letter from the embassy before any
refund will be issued. If you decide to re-
apply, the deposit and any further fees
paid will be carried forward.

4. Changes/postponement prior to
